Introduce self (if need be)

2.
Explain 2 Steps to Disaster Preparedness:

a.  
Disasters happen. It could be personal (ex. fire) or on a larger scale 



(ex. earthquake).



b.
We want to support our neighbors in being prepared for a disaster.


c.
If we all take steps to be prepared, then we’ll all be safer when a 




disaster happens.


d.
We have a 2 Steps a Month program where we are encouraging 



neighbors to do 2 things each month to get prepared. When we do it in community, 



we all benefit.

3.
First month: Emergency Contact List and Evacuation Plan 


NOTE: Go over the sheet with the person point-by-point.



a.
Emergency Contact:



i.
Here’s a handout to write down your emergency contacts. You can also 




download it from 2stepsamonth.weebly.com and type onto it. That will make 



it easy to update in the future as well as you can print multiple copies for 




household members.



ii.
Why it’s important? 


· In an emergency you want to make sure that the people you love are okay.

· Phone service may be down or disrupted. So you want to have multiple ways to reach them (home, cell, email).

· Lines may be busy and sometimes you can send a text message even if you can’t get a call through.


b.
Out-of-Area Contact



i.
Sometimes it is easier to reach people that are out of the area. (Local phone 


lines can get jammed by too  much volume.)



ii.
Identify someone who doesn’t live in the area that can serve as a contact 



person. All of your family members will call that person if an emergency 



happens and local lines are jammed.  That person can help you find out about 



your family and help you to reunite with them.


c.
Medical Alerts



This section helps you to organize critical medical information for first medical 



responders.


d.
Family Reunion Plan



This part helps you to create a plan to safely evacuate your family. It considers 


different scenarios and helps you to make a plan ahead of time.


e.  
10-minute Evacuation Plan



In some emergencies, you may need to evacuate your home immediately. This 


section helps you prioritize what you would grab before the emergency happens.
